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What refers to the concrete steps initiated by our NGO, it must be mentioned that ADC has organized various meetings, debates, discussions and other formats of meetings between government authorities both in local and state level and civil society fostering development of social dialogue and promoting more transparent and democratic partnership (in particular, in November-December, we conducted 2 expert meetings with social partners, NGOs and local authorities in Armavir). 
Sustainable development is a process meeting human development goals while maintaining the ability of natural systems to continue to provide the natural resources and ecosystem services upon which the economy and society depend. 

Sustainable development is the organizing principle for sustaining finite resources necessary to provide for the needs of future generations of life on the planet. It is a process that envisions a desirable future state for human societies in which living conditions and resource-use continue to meet human needs without undermining the "integrity, stability and beauty" of natural biotic systems.

In the context of Armenian legislation the “Sustainable development” is met in the following documents and means: The first strategic document for a long-term projection of economic policy was the Poverty Reduction Strategic Program (PRSP) adopted by the Government of the Republic of Armenia in 2003. The participatory process of PRSP elaboration promoting social dialogue, was ensured through the involvement of representatives of governmental bodies and agencies, civil society and the private sector, as well as international organizations and the donor community. In terms of human development, the PRSP goals included sustaining the existing human capital and further development thereof, reduction of expressions of human poverty, improvement of the population's health status, potential for reproduction and their living conditions. The United Nations Millennium Development Goals (adopted in 2000) served as the basis for the adoption of the above mentioned goals and targets. In essence, the country's first strategy aimed at reducing poverty in Armenia and ensuring equitable distribution of incomes focuses on sustaining and developing human capital as a critical prerequisite for sustainable development. 

In 2006, the PRSP review process commenced. Currently the Sustainable Development Programme (SDP) is the main document for a long-term planning of social and economic development in the Republic of Armenia. SDP, adopted by the RA Government on October 30, 2008, is basically a revised version of the Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper. It presents, in a comprehensive and holistic manner, the major directions of and priorities for the country's development, meanwhile specifying target indicators and guidance on ways for the achievement thereof. A thorough participatory process has been put at the basis of the SDP development and implementation, which has been institutionally formulated in a Social Partnership Agreement, signed on February 14, 2009, which specified a two-level system of management of the participatory implementation of the Sustainable Development Programme. This system consists of the SDP Steering Committee and the SDP Working Group. Both bodies are formed based on the principle of predominant participation of civil society institutions. Meanwhile, to ensure an effective participation of the civil society, a Civil Partnership Network was formed as a non-formal institutional body in the management system. 
What refers to the social dialogue in the context of sustainable development, here must be mentioned that social dialogue promotes to having a productive legislative settings and high level of decision making of Government and National Assembly. Effective functioning of social dialogue can assist long-term economic and sustainable development and improve society’s living standards. Armenia has important competitive feature-educated and involved citizens. It needs to use these resources in favor of economic and social development of Armenia. 

Our organization pays special attention to the dialogue and partnership between government and society. The dialogue is necessary to understand the problems and main issues of the country and to solve the particularly important of them.  
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
